
Jean Baptiste Donatien de Vimeur, Comte de 
Rochambeau was a key player in the Battle of 
Yorktown—he commanded the French troops in 
America. We might not have won the Revolution 
without French help! 

Washington and Rochambeau’s route to 
Yorktown is a National Historic Trail. 
Rochambeau marched straight through 
Somerset County, passing through Rocky Hill, 
Franklin, Millstone, Manville, Bridgewater, 
Bernards and Basking Ridge.
